From M50 Dublin, take the M50 Santry Northbound    

At roundabout take the 3rd exit, (signposted City Centre, Dublin Port) 

Leave the M50 at junction 1, and merge to N1 (signposted City Centre) 

At traffic signals turn left onto Collins Avenue, R103 (signposted Malahide) 

Continue to end Collins Avenue, at traffic signals turn left onto Howth Road - R105  at “Beachcomber” pub.
At second set of traffic signals turn right onto Castle Avenue  

The entrance to Clontarf Castle Hotel is at the first roundabout, on the right hand side.  
From the North

From M50 Dublin, junction 1 (Junction with M50 Dublin Western Motorway) continue forward onto the M50 motorway (signposted City Centre, Dublin Port) 
Leave the M50 at junction 1, and merge to N1 (signposted City Centre) 

At traffic signals turn left onto Collins Avenue, R103 (signposted Malahide) 

Continue to end Collins Avenue, at traffic signals turn left onto Howth Road - R105  at “Beachcomber” pub.
At second set of traffic signals turn right onto Castle Avenue
